CHECK-IN PROCEDURE—Administration Building
1. Please do not come earlier than the arrival time.  We will be having a counselor meeting prior to that time. 

2. Please make sure that the person who drops off the camper is knowledgeable about the camper so that they can provide accurate information should additional questions arise. 

3. You may park in the lot and unload campers and belongings from there.  If the camper is able to walk reasonably well, this is preferred to prevent congestion.  Otherwise, campers and belongings can be dropped off in front of the Administration building.  

4. Check in with the Camp Director, give all medications and medical information to the nurse (please include tips for giving medications if necessary).  Be prepared to spend some time with the nurse.    

5. The camper will be introduced to his/her counselor.   You may assist the camper and counselor to get set up at the campsite.  Otherwise, there will be Gators to transport belongings for the camper. 

 

 

CHECK-OUT PROCEDURE
1. Check out time is NO LATER than 10:00am.  Campers will be at the Administration Building at 10:00am.  If earlier, the campers may be in campsites or in the dining hall.  Any staff can assist you. 

2. Check your camper’s gear and make sure that all is there.  Please pay particular attention to adaptive equipment. 

3. Collect all medications. 

4. Now is the time to discuss with the counselor and/or director the camper’s stay at camp. 

  

Visitors-- Friends and family are welcome to visit on opening and closing day or at prearranged times.  Visitors at other times can disrupt a camper’s schedule and cause him or her to miss a favorite activity.

Transportation-- Participants in Independence Camp are responsible for their own transportation to and from The Loud Thunder Boy Scout Camp.  

Sleeping Arrangements-- All campers sleep on cots in tents.  Cots cannot accommodate bedrails.
